Rainforest Role Play
‘The Management of Madagascan Tropical Rainforest’
The aim of the conference is to reach consensus for a government strategy to manage the tropical rainforest of Madagascar.

You are to represent a key interest group in a conference debate.

The debate will follow a set structure as follows:

1. Opening statements (15 minutes)

2. Open debate (20 minutes)

3. Debrief 

Your opening statement should last between 1 and 2 minutes and include the following:

1. Your name and interest.

2. An explanation on why you have attended the conference.

3. An explanation of how you will benefit from the rainforest.

4. A summary of how you think the rainforest should be managed according to your role.

5. Justifications for your point of view.

Once you have been informed of the interest group you will represent, you can read your profile on the role play card sheet and begin your research on your particular role

LOBBYING via ebsb
During the week prior to the date of the conference there will be an opportunity to share your points of view and lobby other representatives at the conference through your class’s forum section of the ebsb. 

Forum Rule:  When using the forum you must clearly state your role within the conference at the beginning of each reply. Each reply should be clearly focused and must refer to the conference aim.

The forum is monitored by staff at all times, student can be identified from their replies and inappropriate use of the forum will be reported to a senior member of staff.
The forum will provide interested parties the opportunity to persuade other interest groups of their argument. It also provides the opportunity to share knowledge, research and ideas prior to the debate.
