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How do I create a climate graph?

Aims



-To create a Bar and Line Graph together on one graph to show different climates around the world. These are called Climate Graphs.

Task 1 –The web site and data

a) Go to the site www.worldclimate.com and type in the city name Goa in the search box. When it comes up click on the city name Goa, Panjim, India that is given in blue.

b) Now choose Average Rainfall First (It is important to do it in this sequence)

- Highlight the months and rain in mm only by starting in the top left box

- Right click and select copy

- Go to excel and open a spreadsheet 

- Right click to paste but YOU MUST CLICK IN CELL A1 in the top left 

c) Return to the internet site and go back to the name of Accra
- Click on average temperature in degrees C

· When this appears, highlight ONLY º C, as you already have the months

· Right click on this one row and select copy

· Return to the spreadsheet and right click and paste in cell A3

Task 2-The spreadsheet

You need to now work in the spreadsheet only

a) Change the A2 cell to rainfall in mm and press  enter (This is for the key)

b) Change the A3 cell to temperature and press  enter (This is for the key)

c) High light all of the three rows but DO NOT INCLUDE THE YEAR AND THE TOTAL VALUES that are on the right hand side

Task 3-The Graph

For this task you are creating the graph

1. Once your three rows are highlighted, now click on insert and choose insert combo chart.
2. Click on the small downward arrow next to combo chart and then choose the second graph titled clustered column line on second axis.

3. Your rainfall should be represented as blue  bars and your temperature as a red line. Rainfall will be read on the left hand axis and temperature on the right hand axis.

4. Now add a title to your graph ‘Climate graph for Accra, Ghana’. Then copy and paste into word.

Repeat tasks for Bruxelles & Manaus (Brazil) and Copy and paste all your graphs into word and then begin to annotate them, like the example shown in the lesson.  You must annotate the graphs to describe what the climate is like in the three locations.

Annotations

Warmest months (include data), coldest months (include data), period of heaviest rainfall (data), temperature range (minus lowest temp from highest), total rainfall for the year (data).
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
